2-Person Scramble – Shotgun start at 12:30 pm. 

Individual Stroke Play – Golfing begins at 7:30 a.m. Specific times will be posted at CornhuskerStateGames.com the week of competition.

with the exception of the 8 & Under Scramble event. All golfers in the 8 & Under Scramble event will receive a Cornhusker State Games
